The concept here is that it is known that when the Children of Yisrael left Egypt
there was absolutely no difference between them and the Egyptians. We find in the
Midrash: “One nation from the midst of the other”- these were uncircumcised and
those were uncircumcised; these grew their hair long and those grew their hair
long.... However G-d loved them and had promised to redeem them. In His great
kindness he shone light on them and placed His holiness in the depths of their hearts
with no preparation on their part. Until they were redeemed from Egypt. Therefore
we are commanded to remember the exodus from Egypt every day. This does not
mean simply remembering verbally. Rather the concept must be firmly fixed in the
depths of the heart of every Jew: if (chas veshalom) he is sunk in desire and impurity
(Heaven forbid) and can find no way out of it he should not despair. Rather he must
believe and hope to G-d that He will bring him out of his troubles. He must
strengthen his heart that he is not sunk more deeply than Yisrael were at that time,
in the forty nine levels of impurity. G-d saved them without any effort on their part.
I must believe that He can save me in the same way. This is the commandment to
remember the exodus from Egypt.
